NOTES FOR PLANS

1. Recommended engine for the ‘Tough Baby’ is the Norvel .061 Big Mig. This engine may be purchased new, thru the internet, from nvengines.com. Go to the website and click on the contact us icon in the upper right corner. Address your request to Alex Frish and advise him that you want to purchase the ‘NV Big Mig 0.061 Cl Start Up’. The cost is $74.99. The tank mount shown on the plan is an additional $14.95.. You can purchase a used engine using Craigs List or e-bay. Another source is a model airplane swap meet.
2. Recommended engine for the ‘Ambush’, ‘Square One’ and ‘Corplast Wing’ is the Cox ‘Black Widow’ or ‘Golden Bee’ Used  engines are available used from the same sources as the used Norvel.  New Cox engines with tanks are available from coxengines.ca.  Arthur Johnson ( contact information below )  has a supply of reconditioned, used, Cox engines for sale. He may have a limited number of the Norvel engines. 
3. Swap meets are listed on the Academy of Model Aeronautics web site. Go to modelaircraft.org, click on the competition and events, then click on the calendar. They are listed under the non-flying events.
4. The ‘Corplast’ is the material used to make signs. It can be purchased from most sign making companies or from some industrial plastic distributors. In some cases you can use discarded signs.

5. The ‘Ambush’ and ‘Square One’ are made from 1/8 x 3 x 36 Balsa and a few small pieces of 1/8” plywood.
